A hospitality room will, of 
course, be provided and will be open Friday evening and all day Saturday.  An informal banquet will be 
served in the tent on Saturday night hosted by the four Grand High Priests. 
 
     The degree work will be set up in the tent so that it might be properly tiled. We tried to arrange an 
outdoor site for the work and it is still possible that we can do that - more on that later. Degrees are 
assigned to the four jurisdictions by tradition with Colorado, New Mexico, Arizona and Utah performing 
in that order.  The host state, Utah, will bring properties for all four degrees.  We will also bring costumes 
that can be used if they fit your cast and your format for the degree work.  If the other states prefer to 
work with their own props and/or costumes they certainly may bring them and use them. The cast of the 
Past Master degree should have their own tuxedos, for example.  Otherwise, if you prefer, our costumes 
will be available and a lot more convenient than hauling yours a long distance.
